
TROPICAL STORM / HURRICANE BINDING RESTRICTIONS
June 1, 2010 officially started the hurricane season which runs through November 30, 2010.  This bulletin is to provide the procedures to follow in the event of a named storm entering or forming within the designated coordinates as shown on the map below.

If a named storm enters or forms within coordinates of 20 degrees North latitude and 80 degrees West longitude, all binding authority ceases for any risk located in the counties designated below unless the producer or CSR has received written Underwriting approval.

All first tier counties:
Jefferson, Chambers, Galveston, Brazoria, Matagorda, Calhoun, Refugio, Aransas, San Patricio, Nueces, Kleberg, Kenedy, Willacy and Cameron

All second tier counties: 
Orange, Hardin, Liberty, Harris, Fort Bend, Wharton, Jackson, Victoria, Goliad, Bee, Live Oak, Jim Wells, Brooks and Hidalgo

All third tier counties:     
Newton, Jasper, Tyler, Polk, San Jacinto, Montgomery, Waller, Austin, Colorado, Lavaca, Dewitt, Karnes, Atascosa, McMullen, Duval, Jim Hogg and Starr
